Isaiah 54


1Sing, O barren, thou that didst not bear; break forth into singing, and cry aloud, thou that didst not travail with child: for more are the children of the desolate than the children of the married wife, saith the LORD. 


 2Enlarge the place of thy tent, and let them stretch forth the curtains of thine habitations: spare not, lengthen thy cords, and strengthen thy stakes; 


 3For thou shalt break forth on the right hand and on the left; and thy seed shall inherit the Gentiles, and make the desolate cities to be inhabited





16Behold, I have created the smith that bloweth the coals in the fire, and that bringeth forth an instrument for his work; and I have created the waster to destroy. 


 17No weapon that is formed against thee shall prosper; and every tongue that shall rise against thee in judgment thou shalt condemn. This is the heritage of the servants of the LORD, and their righteousness is of me, saith the LORD


As His divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called us by glory and virtue, by which have been given to us exceedingly great and precious promises…………  (II Peter 1:3-4)


In the book of Peter, the Apostle Peter writes and infers that there are an exceedingly great number of promises made to the believer.  Many times we’re bombarded with the questions “When will they come to past…..When will it be my turn or the all time favorite……..Lord how long?”.    We have to understand that God’s promises aren’t confined to our finite time system, but that he’s working even when we can’t readily discern what he’s doing.  God sometimes uses time as a tool to temper our characters and our anointing until the fulfillment of some promises.   Other times, he performs quickly.   David said, I waited patiently on the Lord…and he inclined his ear unto my plea.   David said that he waited patiently…which denotes one can wait in another manner, impatiently.  So no matter which way God does a thing,  immediately or over time, while we wait on the fulfillment of the word or promises that he’s made to us, we must, with full assurance of faith, understand that no matter how long it takes….that it will happen!!!


One must understand and take into careful consideration that God’s promises will and must come to past.  One also has to remain cognizant of the fact that if God has spoken something, that he’s God enough to bring it to past.  God never writes a check he can not cash.  


Numbers 23:19 …God is not a man that he should lie.  When one thinks of promises, we usually can reflect on a time when someone has promised something, maybe with all good intentions, only to be disappointed when that person couldn’t follow through.   Well, this distrust, if not careful, can spill over into our spiritual lives and cause us to categorize God in the same manner that we categorize man.   If you don’t trust God, it may be safe to say you don’t know God as well as you ought!  His reputation precedes him.  The old r&b song comes to mind, “If you don’t know me by now….you will never ever know me….”   Stay with me now….


Beloved, God is so concerned on keeping his reputation as being the faithful and covenant keeping GOD, until he said he puts his word above his name! (Psalms 138:2b)  Why or how can God do that?  Answer: Because His name and His word are one in the same!  He can’t say or promise anything that he will not do.  For his word can not return unto him void, but will accomplish, (complete, perform, bring to a close) that which he sent it.  Puts new meaning to “put ya money where ya mouth is huh?”         Keep reading…….  This is good isn’t it?  (Smile)


So can you can you hold on to the promise?  Why not?  It’s already done.  Its better than money in the bank!


Your Healing…it’s already done!  (Isaiah 53:5)…for with his stripes you are healed….that’s a promise


Your Finances…Philippians 4:19…but my GOD shall supply all your need according to his riches in Glory by Christ Jesus… Already DONE!


Your Deliverance….Joel 2:32 And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the LORD shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as the LORD hath said, and in the remnant whom the LORD shall call. 


Salvation for your home… Acts 2:39 For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the LORD our God shall call.
